GIFTS FOR GRADS AND DADS

Walk There: 50 Treks In and Around Portland and Vancouver edited by Laura O. Foster, is a pocket-sized guide to 
accessible walks published by Metro.  From Alameda to Westmoreland, Forest Grove to Troutdale, and Vancouver 
to Sherwood, these walks are fun and educational.  The description for each walk includes a map, distance 
covered, number of steps (!), degree of difficulty, and GPS coordinates.  Lots of photos, too. 

The Gift: Creativity and the Artist in the Modern World by Lewis Hyde is modern classic.  First published 25 years 
ago, this anniversary edition is most welcome.  A perfect inspirational gift, this book is a brilliant defense of the 
value of creativity and its importance to a culture increasingly governed by money.  Illuminating, transformative, 
and completely original in its view of the world, this book is cherished by artists, writers, musicians and thinkers.   

Change the World for Ten Bucks: Small Actions x Lots of People = Big Change is a book of simple, everyday actions 
that we can all do, put together by a nonprofit movement called “We Are What We Do.”  Fifty very specific acts are 
delineated here.  Some samples: Learn basic first aid.  Register online as an organ donor.  Learn to be friendly in 
another language.  Find out how your money is invested.  And our favorite: Shop locally! 

Home Game: An Accidental Guide to Fatherhood by Michael Lewis explores (in a very funny way) the difference 
between a man’s idea of fatherhood and his actual experience of it.  Written by a bestselling author and father of 
three, this book may be the most unsparing account of ordinary daily household life ever recorded.  The cool thing 
about this story isn’t that Lewis is so unusual, but that he is so typical.  Any dad will love (and relate to) this one. 

Reading the OED: One Man, One Year, 21,730 Pages by Ammon Shea is just out in paperback and is so much fun!  
Shea begins by saying, “I have read the OED so that you don’t have to,” and then he marches smartly through the 
alphabet, with a short essay for each letter (that may or may not be related to that letter) and then a selection of 
fifteen to thirty words for each letter, with short, pithy, and funny comments (that may or may not be definitions) 
for each word.  Shea is a brilliant humorist who has found his Ǌŀƛǎƻƴ ŘΩŜǘǊŜ in the Oxford English Dictionary.  

I Used to Know That: Stuff You Forgot from School by Caroline Taggart is an entertaining trip back to the 
classroom.  Witty and engaging, this little book appeals to the student in each of us.  It’s a one-of-a-kind collection 
of hundreds of facts learned long ago (or maybe not so long ago), and is a handy reference for any home, dorm 
room, first apartment, or backpack.  Includes English, literature, math, science, history, geography and more.  
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
